The Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee is
meeting 13-19 November in Nairobi to work out
details for a global plastics treaty. We need more
diverse public participation to help make the treaty
as strong as possible!

Plastic production has grown from 2 million metric
tons in 1950 to over 400 million metric tons and
could double in capacity by 2040. 

More than 14 million tons of plastic ends up in the
ocean each year (equivalent of a dump truck every
minute). Without a strong treaty, this is on track to
triple by 2040. 

Less than 10% of all plastic waste has been recycled.
It’s incinerated, buried in landfills, piles up on land
and in the ocean and never goes away completely.
